HOLLYWOOD, CA – By naming Judge Brett Kavanaugh to the U.S. Supreme Court, Donald Trump 
has set the table for a vote on repealing Roe v. Wade.  He made a promise to his supporters that he 
would radically change the composition of the Supreme Court and this nomination is his fulfillment 
of that promise.  Kavanaugh praised the dissent in Roe, criticized Chief Justice John Roberts’s ruling 
on Obamacare, says a sitting POTUS can't be indicted/can fire special counsel whenever he wants, 
opposes net neutrality, opposes the consumer protections bureau, and says assault weapon bans 
are unconstitutional.  In 2017, he ruled against a young, undocumented woman’s ability to access 
an abortion: His ruling *would have* allowed the government to delay the young woman’s abortion, 
pushing her pregnancy into the second trimester. Fortunately, the full court intervened and allowed 
her to access the health care she needed.
